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From what we can trace the first church magazine, “The Port Pilot” began around July
1893 and continued up to early 1908 when lack of support saw it cease. Two years later a
new monthly magazine started up which was named “The Church Messenger” and this
continued up to the middle of 1921 when it reverted back to “The Pilot”, dropping the
“Port” from its masthead. It underwent minor changes but continued until to May 1929
when it ceased to be produced undoubtedly due to the poor economic times. It was once
again revived by Revd Colin Chittleborough in March 1953 and has had a chequered path
over the decades since then. November 2008 saw a new look and a new contemporary
name in “Reach Out” in keeping with changes to the parish and Port Adelaide.

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David Dornan

David was born in Fleetwood, UK, on 9" May 1954.
He came to Australia with his parents and sister in
1959. They first settled in Wynnum in Queensland
where they lived for 12 months before moving to
South Australia and living at Exeter. In his early years
David attended Le Fevre Infant and then Primary
School, and with his sister attended the Semaphore
Methodist Church.

He joined the 1% Semaphore Cubs, and after a
church service at St. Bede’s, Semaphore one Sunday
evening went home and told his mother that he was
going to go to that church from now on. The following
Sunday he went to the Semaphore Methodist church
and told his Sunday School teacher that this would be
his last Sunday there, as he was going to the “Church
of England”. She said to him “you will be back”; he
has not been back since. David attended Sunday
School at St. Bede’'s and commenced serving at the
altar, this was where he struck up a friendship that
continues to this day with his Sunday School teacher
at the time Tony Noble. He was confirmed by Bishop
Donald Reading at St. Bedes in 1965.

When his family moved to Peterhead in 1966 David
changed parishes, and has been a member of the
Port Adelaide Parish for almost all of this time. It was

at this time that he came to follow the Port Adelaide Football Club (Magpies) and
has vivid recollections of attending Grand Finals at Adelaide Oval with Tony who was
the leader and founder of the Port Adelaide Cheer Squad. They would fill their

sleeping bags with torn up newspaper (as you could not
take it into the ground) and smuggle it into the oval to
throw around every time Port scored a goal. In his later
school years David attended Le Fevre Boys Technical
High School and later Muirden College.

He commenced work at Smith Patrick Stevedoring in
Todd Street, Port Adelaide, where he met Peter Cates;
they are still great friends to this day. In the early 1970’s
David joined John Martins where he was the junior in
the Manchester Department. It was while at John
Martins he started travelling overseas, his first trip was
with Bob Allen and the then Parish Priest’'s daughter
Debra Wheatley, they went to Europe for seven weeks.
He stayed with Johnnies for 20+ years and was the
manager of the manchester & china & glassware
departments at West Lakes when it opened for
business, however, the china and glassware was not

He finished his career at Johnnies as the manager/buyer of the various bedding
and manchester departments, and while in this position he had a number of overseas
buying trips that fed his passion for travel. When Johnnies closed in the early 90’s,
David joined Harris Scarfe but was not happy there and left after only a few years to
try his hand at something new. He joined the Crippled Children’s Association in the
fundraising and marketing department where he stayed for several years.

During all of this, David was volunteering his time with the Port Adelaide Football Club
and it became a passion to him and still is to this day. In 1991 he was made a Life
Member of the Port Adelaide Football Club (Magpies), and in 1997 a foundation Life
Member of the Port Adelaide FC (Power). David worked for the Port Adelaide FC from
1997 — 2004, in the Players Rooms looking after their nutrition at training sessions
and after matches at the games. Great fun was had travelling around the country with
the players in the early years of the AFL. He still has a great rapport with players of
the early days including Russell Ebert, Greg Phillips, Che Cockatoo-Collins and Gavin
Wanganeen. In the late 1990’s David served for a period of time as a Councillor on
the Port Adelaide City Council where he was a member of council at the time of
amalgamation with the then city of Enfield.

David thanks God for the parish priests in his early years. Fr Ben Jones at
Semaphore and importantly Fr Graham Cooling and Fr Peter Wheatley who taught
him a great deal about being an Anglo-Catholic in the Anglican Church; about the
traditions and heritage of the church and why it must be preserved for future
generations. He also attended the daily Mass at St Paul's during the week along with
the other faithful. He vividly remembers the Christmass and Easter Midnight Masses
with a packed church, even going to the extreme of having to bring in extra seats from
the Parish Hall, after filling the Lady Chapel. He is also a member of the Society of the
Holy House of Our Lady of Walsingham and
if anyone wants to go and visit what he calls
a most holy and sacred place, go there, and
after you leave will feel totally at peace.

During the last 40+ years David, has served
St Paul’s in various capacities, Altar Server,
Thurifer, Master of Ceremonies, Parish
Councillor, Select Vestry Member, Parish
Central Council Member (St Paul's, St
Nicholas, & St Barnabas), Servers Guild of
St Lawrence, Priest's Warden and Parish
Nominating Committee. Things have
changed a great deal from the early days,
he recalls a day when Fr Cooling asked him
to put the Missal on the ‘mensa’, he quickly
learnt what the ‘mensa’ was.

He still continues to serve at the Altar today,
which he considers a privilege and honour,
the Mass is a lot more casual these days
and he would like to see the 1662 interim
rite done again at St Paul's on a regular
basis.

In 2010 Fr John Stephenson appointed
David as Sacristan and his dedication to the  pavid & Fr Tony Noble in Melbourne
job is evident week in, week out. (Ed.)
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On Sunday 3rd April as part
of our Lenten devotion about

30 parishioners chartered a

bus for a picnic at the grounds of the Passionists Religious Order at Glen Osmond.

Sitting in a circle in the magnificent

grounds of The Monastery we all
shared in good food and fellow-
ship. After lunch we were greeted
by Br Jim who led us around the
Sacred Garden and the Stations of
the Cross. Brother Eric played the
guitar and we sang “Were You
There” as we walked around.

It was a very moving experience as we
went from Station to Station.
The gardens and the Stations were just
beautiful and we could feel the
tranquillity. Everyone enjoyed the day
and hopefully we will be able to do this
again next year.

PORTRAIT OF A SAINT

Saint Mary of the Cross has been chosen as our ‘portrait’
for this special commemorative edition and focuses on
her connection with Port Adelaide. Mary having been
called to Adelaide by Fr Julian Tenison Woods left
Penola and travelled to Mt Gambier by horse and dray
where she joined up with another sister, Rose
Cunningham. Together they went to Port Macdonnell
where they boarded the S.S.Penola for their journey.
They arrived in Port Adelaide on the morning of 23 June,
1867 and were met by Fr Woods who took them to St
Mary's Catholic Church in Dale Street in time for the
11.00am Mass. Afterwards the congregation waited to
welcome the Sisters personally. One of the gentlemen
present made a speech saying: “Sisters of St Joseph,
your presence today affords us much pleasure and we
feel infinite gratification to be the first to welcome you to
the diocese. Another cause of gratification to us is to

welcome you within the walls of this church”. The Sisters
spent the day in Port Adelaide and then after the Benediction service travelled by train to
Adelaide to stay at the convent cottages in Grote Street.
In 1868 two of the new Sisters who had joined Mary were moved to Port Adelaide where
they rented a place at 87 Dale Street as their convent. Mary, by this time was travelling
throughout the country visiting schools and often stayed at the convent as she passed
through Port Adelaide. By 1871 there were 127 Sisters and 34 schools in South Australia
alone. In April of that year Mary came to Port Adelaide where she stayed for about three
weeks before leaving by boat to open a convent in Port Augusta. The convent in Dale
Street was purchased by the Josephites in 1897 and Mary named it ‘Howard House’ in
memory of Sr Mary Ephrem who died in 1896. Below is a time-line of important dates.
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On August 4, 1909, Cardinal Moran #

visited her sick room at the mother-
house in North Sydney. He left with the comment, "I consider this day | have assisted at
the death bed of a saint." For those who knew her personally the most striking thing
about her was her kindness. She was a great believer in encouragement, urging people
to be kind and united. In everything she said or did, she showed respect and love for
those around her, making no distinction between the rich, the high-born, and the influen-
tial on the one hand, and the lowly, the jailbirds, and the outcasts of society on the other.
